IRI'is currently recruiting a part-time intern for its office in Seoul, Korea. The intern provides administrative support and will
assist the IRl Korea team with implementing elements of IRI’s youth civic leadership program, the By Youth, For Youth Council.

The program seeks to foster a network of young democratic Korean leaders with the necessary skills and experience to promote
North Korean human rights through skills training and experiential learning by forming the By Youth, For Youth (BYFY) Council
on North Korean Human Rights. The BYFY Council will collaborate with IRI to co-develop and co-implement a domestic
awareness raising campaign on North Korean human rights. Through the campaign, the South Korean public, particularly youth,
will become more acutely aware of North Korean human rights issues and policies, empowering them to engage in civic
discourse and action.

This position will start in September 2024 and will end in February 2025. The internship can be extended to June 2025, as
circumstances permit. This is a paid position, at 15,000 KRW per hour. Intern working hours will be at most 59 hours per month.
The working hours per week are flexible and will be arranged with IRI prior to the start of the internship.

Responsibilities include:

e Assist with implementing IRI’s program, By Youth, For Youth Council on North Korean Human Rights (BYFY Council)

e  Assist IRI Korea with implementation of the BYFY Council-led activities, including recruitment of members, social
media campaigns, peer exchanges, a townhall series, a North Korean human rights youth activist forum, and alumni
networking

e Assist staff with program administration and events, including translating reports and other documents, logistics and
other tasks as needed

e  Communicate with the main stakeholders of the BYFY Council, including youth and civic community

e Assist with IRI Korea’s social media management, including IRI Korea’s Facebook page and the BYFY Council’s
Instagram account

e  Draft weekly political updates relevant to IRI programs for Washington, D.C. headquarters office

e Interpret/translate from English to Korean and vice versa in official meetings and through written correspondence,
when necessary

e  Other duties as assigned

Position Requirements:

e Ability to speak, read, and write with at least intermediate-level English

e  Fluency in Korean verbal communication and writing

° Familiarity with Microsoft Excel, Word and PowerPoint

e Strong organizational skills with ability to pay attention to details

o Ability to manage time effectively, complete tasks with minimal oversight, and communicate clearly and consistently
in a hybrid work environment
