I. Overview of the University

1-1. History [Sogang Graduate School]

O Deeply rooted in the 460-year-old tradition of Jesuit education and its Catholic
vision of the world, the Graduate School of Sogang University was founded in
March of 1968 to foster leadership and the intellectual potential of its students
through the continuing education and research.

O TOPIK submission can be exempted for “the departments which requires TOPIK score”
for those who have the certificate of level 5 or above from the Korean Language
Education Center of a four-year university in Korea.

O Submitting a valid official English Test Score Report (TOELF, IELTS, TOEIC or TEPS) or
TOPIK is mandatory for ALL the applicants, but there is no limit for the scores. It is
exempted for native English speakers or graduates from universities in
English-speaking countries.

O Required years for coursework : Master's degree 2 years, Doctoral degree 2 years

O If applying to a department that is recruiting a specific major, you must specify your
major when filling in the admissions application.

O Religious Studies Department applicants, as a rule, should be students who majored
or minored in theology in undergraduate or graduate school. Students from other
majors are required to have a preliminary consultation with the Dean of the Religious
Studies Department before applying.

O The Gender Studies Cooperative Program gives advantages to those with experience
in organizations related to women.

O In the Interdepartmental Cooperation Program, Science Communication, Gender
Studies and Southeast Asian Studies belong to Humanities and Social Sciences,
Biomedical Engineering belongs to Engineering and Mathematics Education belongs
to Natural Science.
